Those Women We Honor:   

Frances Bright 
Frances,  more commonly called Fran, was an amaz-

ing woman.  Anyone who knew her marveled at her 

lifeôs accomplishments. 

     She was born in Chicago in  1918.  She attended 

DePauw University in Indiana then graduated from 

Oberlin College in Ohio with a degree in school mu-

sic.  She taught instrumental music in Burlington, 

Indiana, Watertown and in Madison, Wisconsin.  

She taught strings in the elementary schools. 

 

She and her husband Franklyn were married for 50 

years, raising 2 children,  living the majority of their 

life in Madison. 

 

In her musical part of life, she was choir director of 

several choirs and organist at Covenant Presbyterian 

Church,where she was a charter member.  She 

played violin in the Madison Symphony Orchestra,  

in string quartets and in the orchestra for traveling 

Broadway shows.  She also helped Ruth Harris start 

the Ruth Harris Gospel Singers. 

 

Active on social issues, she marched with the Rev. 

Martin Luther King, worked with Father Grappi for 

open housing, was president of Womenôs Interna-

tional League for Peace and Freedom, was supervi-

sor in Volunteers in Service to America, was a mem-

ber of Madison (and the state) Council of Churches 

and a member of Womenôs Political Caucus. 

 

Her travels took her to all but 2 of the worldôs conti-

nents.   She enjoyed biking and running.  She won 

the A.A.U. national 10,000 meter cross-country run 

for women over age 60. 

 

She was president of Church Women United in 

1969.  A very full and satisfying life ended when she 

died at age 90 on  January 6, 2009.
